Performance Information/How it Works:

This is an interactive musical installation which can run for up to 4 hours throughout the day with a
short break in the middle (times will be discussed with each organiser to suit your event) Audience
members take turns to become the percussionists plgyirautiful and resonant melodies

conducted by the performers. Audiences can gather around the chimes and from afar to enjoy the
spectacle, often drawn in to participate them selves. The chimes can be played by all ages in some
capacity and the performerare experienced at ensuring the experience is inclusive and accessible.
The resonant nature of the chimes can be particularly evocative for people with sensory needs.

Performance Space:

The 5 freestanding chimes can be placed in a number of configusatiioiit in to your spaces,
ensuring social distancing can be maintained and audiences can pass by freely. In a circle the
chimes require a floor area of 6m x 6m and in a line they require 3m x 8m or any surface.

Access Requirements:

The two performers Wiiarrive in a LWB high top transit and will need to get as close to site as
possible to unload the chimes and their bases. The performers will arrive at least an hour before
the start of the event to setip.
