Make sure that you have
everything in place for your event, such as
licenses, insurance, risk assessment etc. Think
about wraparound activity.

4.  Market the event. The Applause team are on
hand to help and have lots of handy tips on how
to market the show.

5.  Enjoy the show! On the day of your event we will
ask you to help us collect some audience
feedback (this is really important in helping us to
secure our funding and continue to support
shows like yours).

6.  After the event. We will also ask you to
complete some feedback about your
experience.

For our new commissions we can’t guarantee 
their availability before 1 May, but you can book 
any of our returning favourites if your event is 
before this date.
